holy Name may agree in the truth of thy 
holy Word, and live in unity, and godly 
love. We beseech thee also to save and 
defend all Christian Kings, Princes, and 
Governors; and specially thy servant Eliz-
abeth our Queen; that under her we may 
be godly and quietly governed: And grant 
unto her whole Council, and to all that 
are put in authority under her, that they 
may truly and indifferently minister jus-
tice, to the punishment of wickedness 
and vice, and to the maintenance of thy 
true religion, and virtue. Give grace, O 
heavenly Father, to all Bishops and Cu-
rates, that they may both by their life 
and doctrine set forth thy true and lively 
Word, and rightly and duly administer 
thy holy Sacraments: And to all thy peo-
ple give thy heavenly grace; and specially 
to this congregation here present; that, 
with meek heart and due reverence, they 
may hear, and receive thy holy Word; 

truly serving thee in holiness and right-
eousness all the days of their life. And we 
most humbly beseech thee of thy good-
ness, O Lord, to comfort and succour all 
them, who in this transitory life are in 
trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any 
other adversity. And we also bless thy 
holy Name for all thy servants departed 
this life in thy faith and fear; beseeching 
thee to give us grace so to follow their 
good examples, that with them we may 
be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom:

institute, and in his holy Gospel com-
mand us to continue, a perpetual 
memory of that his precious death, until 
his coming again: Hear us, O merciful Fa-
ther, we most humbly beseech thee; and 
grant that we receiving these thy crea-
tures of bread and wine, according to 
thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ's holy 
institution, in remembrance of his death 
and passion, may be partakers of his 
most blessed Body and Blood: who, in 
the same night that he was betrayed, 
took Bread; and, when he had given 
thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his dis-
ciples, saying, Take, eat; this is my Body 
which is given for you: Do this in remem-
brance of me. Likewise after supper he 
took the Cup; and, when he had given 

thanks, he gave it to them, saying, Drink 
ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the 
New Testament, which is shed for you 
and for many for the remission of sins: 
Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in re-
membrance of me. .
